9. To comply with the requirements of Title 11 of the Federal Credit Union Act and of
regulations prescribed by the Board pursuant thereto.

10. To permit the Board to have access to all records and information concerning the
affairs of the credit union and to furnish such information pertinent thereto that the
Board may require.

11. To comply with Title 18 of the United States Code and other pertinent Federal
statutes as they may exist or may be hereafter promulgated or amended.
