To permit and pay the cost of such examinations as the NCUA Board deems necessary
for the protection of the interests of the National Credit Union Share Insurance Fund.

To permit the Board to have access to all records and information concerning the
affairs of the credit union, including any information or report related to an
examination made by or for any other regulating authority, and to furnish such
records, information, and reports upon request of the NCUA Board.

To possess such fidelity coverage and such coverage against burglary, robbery, and
other losses as is required by Parts 713 and 741 of NCUA's regulations.

To meet, at a minimum, the statutory reserve and full and fair disclosure requirements
imposed on Federal Credit Unions by Part 702 of NCUA's regulations, and to maintain
such special reserves as the NCUA Board may be regulation or on a case-by-case basis
determine are necessary to protect the interests of members. Any waivers of the
statutory reserve or full and fair disclosure requirements or any direct charges to the
statutory reserve other than loss loans must have the prior written approval of the
NCUA Board. In addition, corporate credit unions shall be subject to the reserve
requirements specified in Part 704 of NCUA's regulations.

Not to issue or have outstanding any account or security the form of which has not been
approved by the NCUA Board, except accounts authorized by state law for state credit
unions.

To maintain the deposit and pay the insurance premium charges imposed as a condition
of insurance pursuant to Title II (Share Insurance) of the Federal Credit Union Act.
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
