would be paid during that period. After
termination of insurance, the credit
union shall give prompt and
reasonable notice to all members
whose accounts are insured that it has
ceased to be an insured credit union.

Sections 206(a)(2) and 206(d)(2) and (3)
of the Act provide that an insured
credit union may also terminate its
insurance by converting from its status
as an insured credit union under the

Act to Insurance from a corporation
authorized and duly licensed to insure
member accounts. In this event,
approval is required by a majority of all
the directors and by affirmative vote of
a majority of the members voting,
provided that at least 20 percent of the
members have voted on the
proposition. Under this provision for
termination, insurance of member
accounts would cease as of the date of
termination.
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
